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Following a rise in vehicle crime in the area in recent weeks, the Neighbourhood Policing Team for Pocklington and 
Wolds Weighton have today launched a “Vehicle Safe” campaign aimed at highlighting to the public the need for 
greater vigilance in relation to vehicle security and for intelligence to be passed to the Police. 
 
The Pocklington area has seen several spates of vehicle crime committed overnight in recent times. Vehicles 
targeted have included family cars and works vans.  
 
“We’re asking everyone to be vigilant at this time, particularly those who might be out and about legitimately during 
the night, such as those engaged on milk deliveries or even walking the dog” says Sergeant Pete Rogers of the 
Pocklington and Wolds Weighton Neighbourhood Policing Team.  “Often they are in a position to note suspicious 
individuals and vehicles, so we’re asking them to please ring the Police on 0845 60 60 222 if they see anything 
unusual and to ring 999 if a crime is in progress.” 
 
We’re asking everyone to consider the following: 
 

1. Don’t Leave Valuables In Your Vehicle:  
 
Whenever you leave your vehicle unattended, take your valuables with you. It only takes a few seconds but this could 
be the difference between having items stolen or not. Never leave handbags, wallets, credit cards or laptops in a 
vehicle. 
 

2. Keep Your Vehicle Secure: 
 
Always secure your vehicle and fit a steering lock if possible. Consider an alarm and if you have a garage, use it. If 
you’ve a drive post fitted at your home, make sure you secure it on an evening and always keep your car keys safe. 
 

3. Report Suspicious Incidents: 
 
Most of these offences are taking place overnight. The Police are doing their bit by patrolling areas and dealing with 
offenders. PCSOs are also putting postcard crime prevention advice on vehicles where appropriate. But we need 
your help too! If you’re out and about, particularly overnight, keep an eye out. If you see something suspicious, ring 
the Police. If you can do so safely, take registration numbers of any vehicles involved and descriptions of people 
seen. You might be a milkman or working on deliveries; you might be out and about walking the dog. Let us know if 
you see anything. You may help prevent or detect a crime! 
 
Children: Can you help us as well? If you’re out with parents or guardians in the car, remind them not to leave 
valuables in it. Sometimes the adults need a reminder, as you’ll find when you get older!  
 
We have also got cards available for display in vehicles advising that no property is left inside. These are available on 
request from Pocklington Police Station.  
 
The Pocklington and Wolds Weighton “Vehicle Safe” Campaign runs from 21
