THEFT

Between 1330 and 1645, 29/10/08, Main Street, Wilberfoss, the freeview box and setanta
card have been stolen from the television area of the public house. Three unknown males
were sitting in the immediate vicinity and are potential suspects, possibly using Red Vauxhall
Corsa.

At 1630, 25/10/08, Pem Lane, Pocklington, A Silver Samsung Toco Mobile Phone with black
material flip protector on front, worth £100, was taken from an unattended handbag.

Between 1700, 10/10/08 and 0900, 11/10/08, Stamford Bridge, A Council Owned Wooden
Board, worth £150, displaying an advertisement for the local drama group, was stolen from
The Square.

BURGLARY

Between 1400, 13/10/08 and 1400, 28/10/08, Holme Road, Market Weighton, A shed was
damaged by making a hole in the roof to gain access. The premises was searched, but
nothing was taken.

BURGLARY OTHER THAN DWELLING

Between 1900, 30/10/08 and 0830, 31/10/08, Sancton Road, Market Weighton, Power
tools and a bicycle were taken from a shed. The site was accessed using a vehicle to cross
a field at the rear of the victim’s land. Damage was caused to the locks in order to gain
entry, and a search was made around the shed.

ARSON

Between 2000 and 2130, 25/10/08, Kilnwick Percy Hall, Two suspects approached the
building, and entered without permission. A lit firework was thrown into the toilet block area,
then proceeded to set fire to a pillow case, a blanket and an extractor fan. Two youth s have
been interviewed in relation to the damage caused.

CRIMINAL DAMAGE

Between 1700, 24/10/08 and 1450, 25/10/08, Graffiti was sprayed using Black Paint on to
the front wall of the victim’s property.

Bet ween 1630, 24/ 10/ 08 and 0630, 25/ 10/ 08,
has been inflicted on the Brick Wall in the square and offenders have also pulled up a council
sign stating "danger of collapse™.



At 2250, 25/10/08, Percy Road, Pocklington, Permanent damage was caused to a Grey
Toyota Aygo, which had been parked secure
address. Physical force was used by kicking the front offside wing mirror from the vehicle

and scratches to the bodywork of the vehicle.

Between 1800, 23/10/08 and 0720, 26/10/08, Barmby Road, Pocklington, A black marker
pen has been used to damage the rear fire door adjoining the car park of the site.

Between 2200, 27/10/08 and 1000, 28/10/08, Market Street, Pocklington, A brick has been
thrown at middle display window of a commercial business premises, causing it to shatter
and crack badly.

Access was gained to the vehicle and a range of over 30 items of
power tools were taken from within.
