THEFT 
 
Between 2000, 06/09/08 and 0600, 08/09/08, Market Street, Pocklington, 
A Falcon Sealth gents bike, worth £100, silver/grey in colour, with a rack on the 
rear and bull bars fitted to handlebars was stolen after being left insecure 
outside The Black Bull.  
 
Between 1500, 06/09/08 and 1700, 08/09/08, Bolton Lane, Barmby Moor, 30 
30ft long aluminium pipes and fittings, totalling £2000, were taken from an 
unattended Farm Trailer. 
 
VEHICLE CRIME  
 
Between 0200, 07/09/08 and 0800, 08/09/08, Burnside, Melbourne, The

damage also caused the window to shatter and the vehicle CD player was 
stolen. 
  
Between 1256, 09/09/08 and 1800, 10/09/08, George Street Pocklington, 
The drivers side window was smashed using means unknown, also causing 
damage to the door. No entry was gained to the Red Renault 5. 
 
CRIMINAL DAMAGE 
 
Between 1800, 06/09/09 and 0900, 07/09/09, Market Place, Market 
Weighton, Physical force was used to smash  the two glass sliding doors of the 
Town Council notice board. 
 
ARSON 
 
Between 2300, 15/08/08 and 0620, 16/08/08, Main Street, Barmby Moor, 
A blue wheelie bin was set on fire by igniting the paper inside the recycling 
bin. This caused not only the bin to burn, but also leaves and guttering of the 
ÖÉÃÔÉÍȭÓ semi detached cottage. An offender has been interviewed and admitted 
the offence. 
 
At 0359, 12/09/08, Costcutter, Main Street, Wilberfoss, A large metal 
wheelie bin from the car park at the rear of the store, was set on fire. The bin 
contained plastic and general waste and was found totally burnt out. 



Around the same time, a wagon parked up on Cherry Hill was also 
targeted. The window was smashed and the cab was set 
alight.  Both fires are believed to have been started 
deliberately. 
 
 
 
 
 
ARSON 
 
Between 1600, 23/08/08 and 0900, 10/09/08, At Sancton Grange, Market 
Weighton Road, Sancton, Offenders have approached the front wooden door of 
this farmhouse, which was kicked a number of times in an attempt to gain entry, 
causing cracks in the door, to no avail. As no entry was gained through these 
efforts, large rocks from a flower bed were used to smash the side porch and 
front door panels. Gaining access by climbing into the house, a tin of paint was 
emptied into the new stainless steel oven, the work surface and the floor causing 
damage totalling nearly £500.
